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All words are made up of individual sounds. These sounds
are merged together to form words.

e.g.in ‘mat’ we have the sounds ‘m’, ‘a’, ‘t’,

A grapheme is another name for the letters we use 1o write
the sound.

Phonics is the method of teaching reading through the
identification of sounds and graphemes.
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There are 26 letters in the English alphabet.

But we use 44 sounds to make all the words in the English
language.

We've got 44 sounds and only 26 letters!

The 26 letters work singly, in pairs (digraphs) and sometimes in
rees (trigraphs) to represent one sound.

We have to group letters together to write some sounds e.g.
‘igh’, ‘air’.
